Course Overview

The student will learn basic agriculture mechanics. This class will allow the student to apply knowledge and skills learned in previous classes as well as a chance to build and expand on their prior knowledge to achieve academic success.

Grading Criteria 

Academic Achievement (Major): Major grades given in the following categories:

- Academic Tests consisting of multiple choice, true/false, and essay questions.


- Projects will be assigned to reinforce what was learned in class. 

- Bellwork Each student will keep a bellwork folder for the six weeks. The folder will be assigned a grade at the end of the grading period. 
- Shop Clean-up/Employability/Safety- All students will start with a grade of 100. Deductions from their grade will be 5 points for each safety infraction and 10 points for refusal to complete work for the day. Students will be given verbal notification when points have been taken from their grade. 

Students will be given a set of safety glasses. If a student does not come to class with their safety glasses and proper attire they will not be allowed in shop and will be deducted 10 points for that day. 
Academic Practice (Minor): Daily work will be administered through out the six weeks and completed in class. Homework will be any assignment given to the student to be completed at home and returned when stated. Homework will be accepted late with a penalty.

Discipline


Any student exhibiting a discipline problem according to the AMC High School Student Code of Conduct will be given a warning first. The second infraction will be documented and the parents/legal guardian will be contacted by the teacher and informed of the problem. 

Safety will be enforced at all times!
Absences: 

· A student shall be allowed not less than the number of days absent plus one day to complete assignments.  In grades 4-12, the student shall be responsible for arranging a make-up time for missed tests. A student absent for any reason should promptly make up specific assignments missed and/or complete additional in-depth study assigned by the teacher.  A student who does not make up assigned work within the time allotted by policy will receive a grade of zero for the assignment.

· If you are absent on the day an assignment is due, you are required to bring it the day you return. 

· All assignment will be placed in the tray on the day the student was absent. It is the student’s responsibility to obtain assignments and not the teacher’s.

Safety Glasses:

· Each student will be given a pair of safety glasses. If a student does not bring their glasses with them to class they will be deducted 10 points each time off of their Shop Clean-up/Participation/Safety grade and will not be allowed to be in the shop for that day. Students may provide their own safety glasses as long as they meet Z87 standards.

Scope of shop work:

-Students are enrolled in a shop class. This means they will be exposed to various hazards while working in the shop (ie., hearing, sight etc.). It is imperative that students follow all safety precautions while working with tools and each other. If a student is acting in an unsafe manner (not wearing safety glasses etc.) they will be removed for the day and 10 points will be deducted from their Employability Grade. If they continue to act in an unsafe manner they will be removed from all shop activities and may be removed from the class. Safety will be enforced! 
Show Projects (OPTIONAL):

· Students will be allowed the opportunity to work on various projects to exhibit at major and local livestock shows to win awards and scholarships through our local FFA program. These students will be allowed to further sharpen their skills through the construction, finishing and exhibiting of various wood and metal projects. Students will need to meet the following criteria to be able to exhibit mechanics projects:

· Attend all FFA meetings (September- February)

· Sell 15 items in the meat sale (September) or $100 buy out
· Purchase FFA chapter shirt ($12 due by September 10th)
· Attend all late nights once project construction has started. 
· Every Thursday beginning October 4th. Late nights will be from 4:00-6pm. Students will not be allowed to leave for any reason.
