Annual Scholarship 

It is the intent of the AMC Young Farmer Chapter to award at least $2,000 in scholarships each year to graduating members of the AMC FFA Chapter who plan on attending an accredited college, junior college, university, trade school or post-secondary school.  A committee will review the applications and conduct interviews with the FFA members and then determine the number and dollar amount of the scholarships to be awarded.  No scholarship will be less than $500.00 or more than $1750.00. 
The committee may consist of:

· 2 Young Farmer members 
· 1 District Employee Representative
· Agricultural Science Teachers
Note:  If a person is related to an applicant, they may be excused from the committee and a replacement will be named.

The process:

1. Submit application – DUE DATE – Wednesday, March 20, 2019
2. Pass out 4 teacher recommendation forms and inform teachers of the return date: Wednesday, March 27, 2019  
3. Committee will review applications, interview students, and select recipients.  Applicants must be in official dress.  

4. Interviews will be scheduled for April 3rd, starting at 4:15 p.m.  
5. Scholarships will be awarded at the FFA Banquet.

Money distribution procedure:

· Scholarship winners will receive ½ of the scholarship in the fall when they provide proof of enrollment for a minimum of 6 hours.

· The final ½ of the scholarship will be received in the spring with proof of enrollment for the spring semester and proof of a 2.0 GPA or better with 6 or more hours.
· Scholarship amounts must be used within two years of graduation.
